The world of art in the nineteenth century
underwent many changes as it was reshaped
and reinforced by new concepts of the
individuals against the static conventions of
the past. After the French Revolution the
personal right to free expression was
undisputed. Artists were now able to turn
their attention to the real life around them,
sometimes full of poetic emotion, sometimes
romantic in nature, but always concerned with
the recording in paint the events of their times
and the reactions to their environment. Paris
in the nineteenth century was the center of
culture, the art capital of the world. Its
influences radiated out to many countries.
Germany, England, Spain and the Americas
all felt the strong impact and currents of the
new-found directions of expression. It was in
the early nineteenth century milieu that the
artists struggled to make themselves seen and
heard; thus we can trace the development and
progress of modern art. The Sordoni Art
Collection will serve as an invaluable source
and aid to the understanding and appreciation
of the artist’s unending battle for personalized
expression.
